APPLICATION PROCEDURE
1 Request for Inspection & Witnessing of Production

Applicant should first make appointment with AVA (FCD) for an officer to inspect and witness the production of the food flavour at Tel: 6325 3092 during office hours.

Appointments must be made at least 3 days in advance from the intended date of inspection.

2 Documents Required


Once the appointment is confirmed, the applicant should submit a letter of application (please refer to Annex I) indicating the following information, and faxed to the division at fax number 6324 4563: 

a. Code & description of product

b. Quantity of product to be exported

c. Country of destination

d. Details of product formulation including FEMA No, FDA No or other approved codes

e. Certification of product formulation 

f. Name, designation and signature of authorised officer

3
Inspection and Witnessing of Production 


On the appointed date, an AVA officer will carry out an inspection and witness the production of the food flavour. If he is satisfied with the inspection, he will arrange for the food (export) certificate for certification of food flavours to be issued. 

4 
Collection of Food (Export) Certificate


The food (export) certificate for certification of food flavours will be ready for collection 3 working days from the date of the inspection. Arrangements can be made to collect the food (export) certificate by calling Tel: 6325 3092/6325 3016 during office hours.

FEES 

· Food (Export) Certificate Fee

The fee is payable before the issue of the food (export) certificate. Payment should be made by cheque made payable to the “Agri-Food and Veterinary Authority”.

· Inspection Fee


In the event that an appointment for inspection is not cancelled at least one working day before the date of inspection and/or the applicant is not able to conduct the production of the food flavour on the appointment date, the inspection fee of $78/- would still be payable.
