VETERINARY CONDITIONS FOR THE IMPORTATION OF LABORATORY ANIMALS (1/2) - RABBITS, GUINEA-PIGS, HAMSTERS, MICE, RATS, AND GERBILS (1/1) 

I
COUNTRY OF EXPORT

Any country.

II
PURPOSE

Any purpose (laboratory).

III 
IMPORT PERMIT

Each consignment of animals shall be accompanied by a valid import permit issued by the Agri-food and Veterinary Authority (AVA) of Singapore.

IV
VETERINARY CERTIFICATION

Each consignment of animals shall be accompanied by a veterinary certificate dated within seven (7) days of import and signed or endorsed by a government veterinary authority of the country of export, giving details of the consignment (consignor, consignee, quantity, type, breed, sex, colour, markings of animals, name and address of the breeding facility) and certifying to the effect that:


(i)
the animals were born and bred in a breeding facility approved for the import of such animals by AVA, Singapore and no case of myxomatosis, tularemia, rabies, Lymphocytic choriomeningitis, Leptospirosis, Korean haemorrhagic fever (Hantaan virus infection), viral haemorrhagic disease of lagomorphs, or any disease notifiable in the country of export has occured in the preceding twelve (12) months prior to export,


(ii)
no case of monkeypox has occurred in the facility in the preceding six (6) months prior to export,


(iii)
the animals have not been inoculated with any microorganisms nor been in contact with animals which have been inoculated with any microorganisms, 


(iV)
the animals have been examined and found to be healthy and free from any clinical signs of infectious or contagious disease at the time of export. 

V
DECLARATION FROM MASTER/CAPTAIN OF SHIP/AIRCRAFT 


Not required.

VI
QUARANTINE 


No quarantine is required. However, animals shall not be released following use at the laboratory facility and shall be disposed from the facility. Any suspected outbreak of disease shall be reported to the AVA immediately and the laboratory facility must have a plan to contain an animal disease outbreak.
VII
APPLICATION FOR IMPORT PERMIT 


The importer or his agent must apply for the import permit by submitting a written application stating the type, breed, number of animals, name and address of source or breeding facility, place where animals would be kept on import and approximate date of arrival of the animals, to the Import & Export Division at least three weeks prior to the date of importation.

VIII 
NOTIFICATION OF ARRIVAL 


The importer or his agent shall contact the Quarantine Office as stated in the Import Permit at least one working day before the arrival of the animals.

IX
VETERINARY INSPECTION  


On arrival at the port of disembarkation in Singapore, the animals and documents (Import Permit, Veterinary Health Certificate) shall be presented to and examined by an authorised Veterinary Officer.  If the consignment of animals is found to be healthy and documents are in order, the animals shall be released to the importer.

X 
PENALTY 


If the animals are not healthy or if any document is not in order, the animals shall be quarantined at CAPQ for two (2) weeks or longer/returned or destroyed at the discretion of the Director-General of Agri-food and Veterinary Services. In addition the importer is subject to prosecution

XII
OTHER REQUIREMENTS/INFORMATION

(i)
Animals must be derived from approved breeding facilities; facilities which have exported to Singapore in the past 2 years are considered approved. Otherwise approval of the facility must be sought before applying for an import permit  by supplying detail technical information of the breeding facility eg name, address, and location of facility, type and population of animals in the facility, sanitation and hygiene, management practice, vaccination regime, diseases reported in the past year.


(ii)
Animals must be transported in crates or boxes conforming with IATA guidelines. 


(iii)
Any expenditure incurred in the process of importation shall be borne by the importer. 


(iv)
Regulations and fees are subject to change without notice notwithstanding the issuance of a permit by AVA.
