All declaring agents are requested to inform your importers of the contents of this circular.

NEW IMPORT REQUIREMENTS FOR CUT SUGAR CANE FROM MALAYSIA 


We wish to inform you that with effect from 01 Nov 2006, all import of cut sugar cane will come under the purview of Food Control Division of AVA. Importers importing cut sugar cane are required to comply with the following requirements:

a) Registration of importers and registered producers of cut sugar cane

With effect from 01 Nov 2006, all cut sugar cane must be obtained from producers registered by the licensing authority of the exporting countries. 

Hence, all importers of cut sugar cane are required to register online prior to import of cut sugarcane by 1 Nov 2006. This can be done via the Online Business Licensing Service (OBLS) at https://licences.business.gov.sg/SHINE/sop/WebPag

Importers are also required to produce documentary proof that the producer of their cut sugar cane is registered by Malaysia’s Ministry of Health (MOH). AVA (FCD) will issue a Registration Number and an Establishment Code to the importer of each successful application.
b) Cut sugar cane to be cleaned, boxed and transported in covered vehicles

From 1 Nov 2006, importers are to ensure that the cut sugar cane are cleaned, boxed and properly transported and stored.

c) Permit application

From 01 Nov 2006, when applying for import permits, importers should declare the AVA(FCD) Registration Number in the Licence Number field, correct HS and Product Codes, and Establishment Code in Item Description field in the TradeNet system. The HS and Product Code is as follow:

Please also be reminded that all applications for import permits for cut sugar cane should be declared during office hours (Monday to Friday: 8.30 am to 5.30 pm).

d) Product labeling

From 1 Nov 2007, importers are to ensure that the cut sugar cane are properly labelled with type/variety of sugar cane, address of farm, net weight, name and address of importer, country of origin and storage condition.

e) Certification of registered producers 

From 1 Nov 2007, importers are also required to ensure that they obtained the cut sugar cane from producers who have been certified by Malaysia’s MOH.
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At present, there are eight producers who have been registered with Malaysia’s MOH. The list is appended in Annex A. If your producer is not in the list, you are advised to liaise with your producer to be registered with Malaysia’s MOH. Alternatively, you may wish to inform us of the name and address of your producer so that we can inform Malaysia’s MOH.
