According to the Florida Department of Agriculture, the cheese may be infected with a strain of E. coli that is weaker than the E. coli 0157:H7 strain. The Bureau of Food and Drugs (BFAD), the Philippines, has recalled about two million cans of Wyeth infant formulas - Bona, Promil, Promil Kid and Progress Gold on Tuesday, 19 June 2007.  These products were manufactured in the Philippines between May and July last year.  They were contaminated at a warehouse during a storm and the milk cans have also developed rust and molds. 

The Agri-Food and Veterinary Authority of Singapore (AVA) confirms that there are no imports of the implicated Wyeth infant formulas from the Philippines.  These products were solely sold in the Philippine market.
